and have looked again at their work without assistance from T/TA.

The learning objective for the lesson is placed in the children's books and these
will be highlighted to indicate the level that children have been working at.

Green pen = Live marking at the time with the children present.
Red Pen = Marking completed later on without the child present.

MOT = Maths On Track. Children not achieving the learning objective will be
given extra support in class MOT time. This will identified by an MOT
stamp/sticker and date, alongside the initials of the adult who worked with the

child.
