face can be flushed red but pale around the mouth.

If you think you, or your child, have scarlet fever or Strep A:

see your GP or contact NHS 111 as soon as possible

make sure that you/your child takes the full course of any antibiotics pre-

scribed by the doctor

stay at home, away from nursery, school or work for at least 24 hours
after starting the antibiotic treatment, to avoid spreading the

infection.
